Miguel Fenrich (he/him) is a queer, Sudanese-Canadian professional artist and journalist living and playing on Treaty 6 Territory in Saskatoon. As a truthteller and future historian, he explores community/culture/care and their messy relationships with truth through an intersectional and anti-racist lens. He is the author of Blue: A Novel (2022, Supernova Press) and What Lies in the Valley (2023, Supernova Press) and currently serves as the 43rd President of the Saskatchewan Writers’ Guild. 

He is the former Owner & Publisher of Supernova Press, the former award-winning Editor of the Battlefords Regional News-Optimist, and he is working on his third novel with the support of the Saskatchewan Arts Board. He is a recipient of the Queen Elizabeth II Platinum Jubilee Medal and a 2024 recognized artist at SK Arts Arts of Celebration event.
